Summary

The heritage of mankind is a product of human knowledge, human ingenuity and technical developments and can only be protected by further interaction of those forces – this is the main point we want to highlight. Education, management training and participation of different target groups for a sustainable use of local, regional and international heritage should thus, on the one hand, be discussed and interpreted during the symposium. On the other hand, ways and strategies for its practical implementation shall be developed. This includes the participation of the local population in the protection and explanation of “their” heritage. However, experience shows that especially local groups often lack an active interest in heritage protection. This will be contrasted by “best practice” models and experiences.
